· When we multiply we count in groups.

· To multiply by 2, just double the number.

· Know one fact…know another.

· An array pattern shows us that it doesn’t matter which way round we multiply.

· Words can help us with x and ( problems.

· We can make up x and ( stories.

· We can use the number line to help remember the stations.

· When we divide we share or group a larger number.

· We can look for x and ( sums in word problems.

· Know one fact….know four!!

· If you multiply by 0, the answer is 0.

· To multiply by 10, move the digits one place to the left.

· If you multiply by 1 the answer is the same number.

· To multiply by 5, multiply by 10 and halve the number.

· To multiply by 4 double and double again.

· Double the three times table 

( table of threes ) to get to the six times table.

· Look at the patterns of the nine times table.
